Tips for building this asset 
 
Faith-based organizations strongly emphasize 
their ideas of positive values.

In your school or youth program: 
Avoid scheduling events that conflict with 
families’ spiritual or cultural commitments. 
Use a community calendar of events to help 
with your planning. If your community 
doesn’t have such a calendar, consider cre-
ating one.
